3. My Government has swiftly initiated the implementation of the concept of
"Samridh Kisan-Sampann Pradesh" ('Prosperous Farmer-Prosperous State'.) (HaiT &I
yqydrge) On revered Atal ji's Birth anniversary, celebrated as 'Good Governance Day'
on December 25, the pending bonus for two years, for more than 12 lakh farmers,
amounting Rs. 3716 crore, has been transferred to bank accounts of the farmers.

4. A commitment to purchase 21 quintals of paddy per acre from farmers has
been honoured, and a transparent and efficient system for paddy procurement has
been established. (AT $r Uqdrge) This has led to Chhattisgarh achieving the record
of highest paddy procurement in the state this year. (HSil $I TIATIET)

5. The motto "Janjati Utthan- Pradesh Ka Maan" encapsulates the ethos of this
Government, reflecting our deep-seated commitment to the upliftment of Scheduled
Tribes.

10. My Government is working towards further strengthening the public distribution
system. The 'One Nation One Ration Card' scheme, featuring biometric authentication
through e-POS machines, has been introduced. Under the Pradhan Mantri Garib
Kalyan Anna Yojana, My Government has decided to provide free rice untii December
2028.
